	Opportunities have arisen within the Child Abuse Investigation Team at Bournemouth/Weymouth for accredited Detective Constables. 
Successful candidates will be expected to work across Dorset, combining solid investigative expertise with a strong community and partnership focus.  
Core duties will be safeguarding the welfare of children by working with partner agencies to investigate allegations of inter-familiar child abuse and position of trust offences as well as serious sexual assault on young victims.  This involves conducting video record interviews and taking statements from victims of child abuse; interviewing witnesses and suspects; and identifying and disseminating relevant intelligence. 
You will be expected to manage investigations and prosecutions through to court (including liaison with CPS), keep accurate records, all while working closely with Social Care and partner agencies to ensure the welfare of children and vulnerable adults and manage risk of harm. 

The role will routinely require:

· Investigation of complex crime, including offences involving the physical and sexual abuse of children.
· Case file building, liaison with CPS and attendance at court. 
· Response and Investigation relating to Sudden Infant & Childhood Death

· Participation in partnership meetings, including professional groups and strategy discussions

It is therefore vital that candidates can evidence decision making, resilience and exceptional communication skills.
